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SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, in the Gospel, Jesus uses two images referring
to Himself: He is the shepherd. And He is the gate.
Jesus is the good shepherd who knows the sheep. "He
calls his own sheep by name" (Jn 10:3). For Jesus,
each one of us is not a number; He has personal con-
tact with each one of us. The Gospel is not just a doc-

trine: it is the personal attachment of Jesus to us.

And not only does He know us personally, but He also
loves us personally. "To know," in the Gospel of St.
John, does not simply mean an act of understanding,
but an act of adherence to the person known. Jesus,
therefore, carries each one of us in His Heart. We too
must know Him in this way. To know Jesus does not
only involve an act of faith, but also of charity, of
love. St. Gregory the Great, commenting on this text,
tells us: "Ask yourselves whether you belong to his
flock, whether you know him. I assure you that it is
not by faith that you will come to know him, but by
love." And love is shown through deeds.

Jesus is also the gate, the only gate. "Whoever enters
through me will be saved" (Jn 10:9). And a little fur-
ther on, He emphasizes: "No one comes to the Father
except through me" (Jn 14:6). Today, a misunderstood
ecumenism makes some think that Jesus is one of
many saviors: Jesus, Buddha, Confucius..., Moham-
med, it doesn't matter! No! Whoever is saved will be
saved by Jesus Christ, even if he does not know it in
this life. Whoever strives to do good, whether he

knows it or not, goes through Jesus. We, by the gift of ¥

faith, do know it. Let us be grateful for it. Let us strive
to go through this gate, which, although narrow, He
opens wide for us. And let us bear witness that all our

hope is placed in Him.

CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC

What will it be like when Christ judges us and the

whole world?

Even Christ cannot help someone who does not want
to know anything about love; such a person judges
himself. Because Jesus Christ is “the way, and the
truth, and the life” (Jn 14:6), he will show what is of
lasting value in God’s sight and what is not. Held up
to the standard of his life, the full truth about all peo-
ple, things, thoughts, and events will come to light.

CHARISMS (from the Greek charis = gift, grace, fa-
vor, charm): a name for the gratuitous gifts of the Ho-
ly Spirit as they are described, for example, in

1 Corinthians 12:6ff.: the gift of healing, miraculous
powers, prophecy, speaking in tongues, and the gift of
interpreting them, wisdom, knowledge, firmness in
faith, and so on. Also included are the seven gifts of
the Holy Spirit. There are special gifts for governing,
administering, performing works of charity, and

proclaiming the faith.

Hoy, en el Evangelio, Jests usa dos imagenes referidas

a si mismo: El es el pastor. Y El es la puerta. Jests es
el buen pastor que conoce a las ovejas. «Las llama una
por una» (Jn 10,3). Para Jesus, cada uno de nosotros
no es un nimero; tiene con cada uno un contacto per-
sonal. El Evangelio no es solamente una doctrina: es la

adhesion personal de Jesus con nosotros.

Y no s6lo nos conoce personalmente, también nos ama
personalmente. “Conocer”, en el Evangelio de san
Juan, no significa simplemente un acto del entendi-
miento, sino un acto de adhesion a la persona cono-
cida. Jesus, pues, nos lleva a cada uno en su Corazon.
Nosotros también lo hemos de conocer asi. Conocer a
Jestis no implica solamente un acto de fe, sino también
de caridad, de amor. Comentando este texto, San Gre-
gorio Magno nos dice: «Mirad si sois, en verdad, sus
ovejas, si le conocéis. Si le conocéis, digo, no s6lo por
la fe, sino también por el amor». Y el amor se demues-

tra con las obras.

Jesus es también la puerta. La Uinica puerta. «Si uno
entra por mi, estara a salvo» (Jn 10,9). Y poco mas ad-
elante recalca: «Nadie va al Padre sino por mi» (Jn
14,6). Hoy, un ecumenismo mal entendido hace que
algunos se piensen que Jesus es uno de tantos salvado-
res: Jesus, Buda, Confucio..., Mahoma, jqué mas da!
iNo! Quien se salve se salvara por Jesucristo, aunque
en esta vida no lo sepa. Quien lucha por hacer el bien,
lo sepa o no, va por Jesus. Nosotros, por el don de la
fe, si que lo sabemos. Agradezcamoslo. Esforcémonos
por atravesar esta puerta, que, si bien es estrecha, El
nos la abre de par en par. Y demos testimonio de que

toda nuestra esperanza esta puesta en El.
